The R.O.C.K.  

Our current study is on Jonah, which began October 18
th
. 

Since the book of Jonah is a short book and his story is 

full of adventure, the children will be spending this 

rotation focusing on the whole story, not just the part 

about the whale, which many of us are familiar with. As 

the children study Jonah, they will see that God is 
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continually with each of us, even when it does not 

always look or feel as though Godôs presence is with us. 

Children will be exploring Jonahôs story through games 

about fairness and grace, creating a shadow puppet 

theater drama, and working their way through a 

computerized version of his story. On our last Sunday of 

the rotation, all the children of the R.O.C.K. will join 

together for an activity which will provide a review of 

Jonahôs story through the use of our senses.  

Our Advent/Christmas rotation will begin November 22 

and the children will experience the birth story of Jesus 

through the eyes of his earthly father, Joseph. Many of 

our Christmas studies often focus on the other 

participants in the story, yet the role Joseph plays is 

crucial to the plan God had in store for Godôs people. 

While Joseph is often left in the background of the story, 

this rotation will bring him to forefront as the children 

explore this important role he had in bringing our Savior 

to each of us. Children will learn about the trust Joseph 

had in God and how his faith helped him become the 

earthly father of Jesus. During their workshops, the 

children will learn more about this gentle man as they 

create wood crafts, create a drama, and play games 

which focus on trust. Hopefully by hearing the birth 

narrative through the eyes of Joseph, we all will gain a 

deeper understanding how oneôs trust and faith creates 

miracles great and small for all of us.

Our three, four, and five year olds have been learning 

about Mosesô and his call to help God lead the people 

out of Egypt to the land of Canaan. They began their 

study with Moses in the basket and then moved on to 

Godôs attention getting burning bush,  and how Moses 

helped the people have a better life as they made their 

way to a new land. They will be continuing their study 

of Moses through the month of November as they learn 

about the Ten Commandments, the tabernacle, and how 

Moses groomed Joshua to take over helping Godôs 

people.  During the month of October the children have 

also been learning about UNICEF and collecting money 

each week to help support this worthy cause, just as 

Moses helped the Godôs people.

Based on the recommendations of the Finance 
Committee, the Council passed the following 
policies: 
 

Fundraisers 

All fundraisers require approval by the Council 

President.  The ñFundraiser Request Formò should be 

completed by any group requesting a fundraiser.  The 

lower portion of the form must be filled out and returned 

along with the proceeds at the conclusion of the 

fundraiser. 

Reimbursements 

The ñRequest for Reimbursement ï Budgetò form should 

be used by any person requesting reimbursement for an 

expense covered by the budget. 

The ñRequest for Purchase/Paymentò form should be 

used by any person requesting to purchase or be 

reimbursed for a purchase of any item not covered by the 

budget.  Amount under $100 can be approved by the 

Council President.  Amounts over $100 must be 

approved by the Council.  It is also the responsibility of 

Council to determine what account the funds should 

come from to pay for the request. 

Reimbursement from Group Account 

The ñReimbursement from Group Accountò form should 

be used by all groups that have their own bank account.

Coffee Hours are not to be viewed as fundraisers but are 

for the purpose of fellowship.  It is preferred that all milk 

and food items are donated.  All coffee, hot chocolate 

and supplies will be provided by the church and all 

proceeds should be turned in to the secretary to offset 

these costs.

Gertrude Settlage Percy 1914-2009 

Note: Gertrude Settlage Percy, daughter of Rev Henry 

Settlage, Pastor of E&R Church from 1920-1945, passed 

away this past week.  The pastor of her church, Shelly 

Holle, found these reminiscences of E&R Church among 

her effects and The Rev. Holle prefaces Gertrudeôs 

remembrances.

We both invariably ate too much 

of the wrong things and returned home miserable if not 

downright sick.  All we had to do, and I donôt think we 

really did it on purpose, was to stand hand in hand 

gazing at the ice cream stand ï or the hot dog standðor 

the pop standðto have some member of the church 

appear to buy us whatever it was we seemed to be 

longing for.  Of course we were always too polite to 

refuse.  We hardly needed the quarter we got from home 

and we never could eat the picnic lunch our mothers had 

prepared. 

 ñAs we grew older and a bit more daring whatever one 

of us thought of the other was ready to try.  Just one 

story.  We were about ten when my brother Paul and her 

only brother Ed were members of the confirmation 

class.  We had heard some things but were anxious to 

find out for ourselves exactly what it was all about.  On 

this particular day the class was meeting at the front of 

the sanctuary to learn about its various parts and 

furnishings.  By a devious route we reached the balcony 

unobserved.  That was important.  Iôm sure we would 

have been welcome simply to come in and sit down but 

that would have been no fun.  After a few minutes in the 

balcony we decided we were too far away to hear well.  

It was then we noticed that the door to the choir loft was 

standing wide open.  Taking another devious route we 

stood just outside that door where we dropped to our 

hands and knees and crawled ever so quietly up a few 

steps and across the front of the choir loft to a position 

almost directly behind my Dad and his class.  I had 

reached our destination when Isabel right behind me 

accidentally kicked the leg of a choir chair.  We might as 

well have dropped a bomb.  The entire class was 

instantly alert with shouts of, ñWhatôs that?ò  Dad 

moved to the choir loft, peered over the railing and said, 

ñNow you girls get out of there.ò  Humiliated, we stood 

up in full view of those teenagers and beat a retreat.  It 

made their day but it seemed like years before we 

regained a semblance of dignity and could look at any of 

them without red faces.  I must say, too, that they did 

their best to keep the memory alive.ò

  Topic: Update on Announcements & General 

Discussion.  

Present:        9 Congregational members.  

   

ü  Brian Van Buren opened up our forum at 

10:30AM with a brief overview of the decision making 

process that was used for the conclusion of the 

announcements in our service.  The process was:  

 

o   Documentation from the April 26 Forum were 

presented to council.   

o   Subcommittee was formed with the individual heads 

of the Elders, Deacons and Trustees to review and make 

a decision.  

o   It was decided that the announcements should remain 

at the beginning of the service.  Announcements are to 

be drafted to be as brief as possible and when possible to 

use the overhead projector for presentation.  Lengthy 

announcements should be posted in the bulletin and/or 

the trumpet if possible.   

o   It was concurred that the announcements help to 

maintain a connection to the prophets in our church and 

their missions.  

 

ü  Some further discussion was brought to the floor 

as to how we would know when an issue was important 

enough to bring in the congregation and or the council 

for group decision making.   

   

o   Consensus of some members and council members 

present was that we needed to utilize the council that 

was voted in by congregational members for a majority 

of the church matters.  When decisions have to be made 

that require congregational input per our constitution or 

when the council deems it important enough to bring in 

the congregation then the process to do this should be 

put in place.   

o   We also need to identify the purpose of the current 

committees so church members will know who to 

address issues with and which committee is responsible 

for taking care of what part of service to the church.  

   

ü  A comment was then addressed about what our 

mission statement really means and how does our 
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congregation really perceive it and our church in 

general?  A survey with targeted questions was 

requested by members in attendance and the following 

was agreed upon:  

o   What do the congregational members see as our 

mission?  What purpose are we as a congregation 

addressing as an extension of Christ?  

o   What is our church doing right?  

o   What is our church doing that needs improvement?  

o   A committee consisting of members in attendance 

will meet on October 11, 2009 after church service to 

draft a survey questionnaire to be presented to the 

congregation in the bulletin to gather this information. 

This information will then be presented to this 

committee, the council and the church body to be used as 

a source to move our church forward for future 

decisions.  

   

ü  Comment was made that our church has major 

issues that need to be addressed.  Including:  

A.   Finances:  

o   What else can be done to address this issue?  

o   Council needs to discuss what we will do with the 

shortfall and what action will be taken to resolve it 

before the budget meeting.  

B.    Membership:  

o   How do we handle new membership now?  We do 

have a Welcome Packet that is handed out.  They are 

asked to sign the membership registry, then the minister 

is to make a call to them, does he do this?  How do we 

know which of these individuals we are to follow-up 

with to get them involved with the church?  Does every 

member hold a responsibility to welcome new members? 

How do we make it work?  

o   A meeting with the Pastor and a committee of 

members to address ñ52 Things To Do To Invigorate 

Your Congregationò, should be formed to address these 

issues and formulate a new member process.  

C.    Involvement:  

o   How do we communicate to our congregation to get 

involved?  Can we use the trumpet or maybe do 

meetings during the coffee hour?  

o   The Elders could spearhead this for a process to move 

forward with.  

o   We need to explore ways to heighten communication 

so members know and understand what the committees 

are doing and encourage people to get involved.  We 

should continue using the Trumpet as a tool for this.  

D.   Mission:  

o   We need to breakdown our mission statement to 

create alignment and structure. ñWHAT DO I DO?ò  

o   We need to correct our activities and/or create a focus 

around the purpose of the mission statement.   

o   Council needs to be addressed as to what our focus 

and mission is.  

o   Our mission statement should be in everyday 

language within the processes of the church.  

o   Outline how the mission statement is to be carried out 

by each member.  

o   Communication must be maintained.  

   

ü  These issues will be addressed at the next Pastoral 

Relations Committee meeting on October 18, 2009 after 

the church service.  We will attempt to put a time line in 

order for all items to make sure we address them timely 

and in a proper order.
