Advent Adventure

E very year.

very year.
The church is caught in a time warp in the month of
December. The traditional reckoning of the season
called “Christmas” is the 12 days from the sundown
on Christmas day to January 6" which is also
known as “Twelfth Night” or “Twelfth Day” or
Epiphany. It’s also the day of the arrival of the
“wise men” or “kings” (usually thought of a 3 but

no number is mentioned in the Gospel of Matthew,
but that’s a story for another day)

The issue for the Church every year is that while the
Shopping Malls are playing “Christmas” music, the
church is celebrating a different season—the season
of Advent.

Advent comes through Old French and originally
from Latin where it means literally, “to come to”
(ad =to and venir = to come). The Latin lyrics to
“O Come, O Come, Emmanuel” begin, “Veni, Veni,
Emmanuel.”

The Latin root is also a part of the word adventure
which means “that which comes to us without
design.”

Advent in this original sense means “to come to.”
And it bears two different senses. We, like the wise
men, journey to the place where the long expected
Jesus is predicted to appear. The second meaning is
that the long expected Jesus journeyed toward us
appearing first in the form of a baby in Bethlehem,

and journeying toward us in his glorious second
coming. Both senses are contained in the season
called Advent.

But the retailers are desperate to announce that
Jesus is already here and has already come, so listen
to the Christmas carols on our PA systems and buy
your Christmas present now.

But what if the buying of the Christmas presents
and the listening to the Christmas carols are all
about the “coming to” our Lord and his birth? Sort
of its own Advent Adventure.

Or if that’s too commercial (and for many it is)
There are several options for people who are trying
to get away from too much of an emphasis on
buying and trying to find places to volunteer this
“Advent” season by ringing bells for the Salvation
Army and serving a meal at their Christmas Eve
meal program. That is surely another way of being
on an Advent Adventure.

Whichever way you do it, do it as if you are on a
true adventure of coming to Jesus and his love as
did the odd gentlemen from the east who were
following just one star in the heavens..

And be sure to participate in the church’s advent
adventure. Each Sunday in this season, we light a
candle to make ourselves aware of the number of
weeks before we worship the Christ Child and
prepare for Christ’s coming to us.

Minister of Visitation

With the season of Advent now upon us (it began on
Sunday Nov. 29) and our celebration of Christmas just
around the corner, we want to share the story of several
of our Advent hymns and Christmas carols.

A well know Advent hymn is “O Come, O Come,
Emmanuel” (number 154 in our hymnal and mentioned
in Pastor Jim’s reflections), reminding us that Advent is
a four week period of preparation for the “coming” of
the long awaited Son of God. This Latin hymn
originated in the medieval Church in the 12" century.
London born John Mason Neale (1818-1866) translated
the hymn from Latin into English. He also translated
‘the Day of Resurrection’ and ‘All Glory, Laud and
Honor’.

‘O Come, O Come, Emmanuel’ lifts up the hope
prophesied by Old Testament prophets, as long ago as
the 6% century BC, that God, through a Messiah, would
‘ransom captive Israel (v. 1) who found herself living in
far away Babylon.

In the stanzas which follow, the Messiah is referred to as
‘Day Spring’, “Wisdom’ and ‘Desire of nations,’ the
One who will bind all peoples in one heart and mind.

A favorite Christmas carol is ‘Joy to the World!” (#179)
Isaac Watts (1674-1748), who wrote the words was
always competitive. His mother, noticing her young
son’s talents, along with those of her other eight
children, devised a family writing contest. The child
who composed the best poem would receive a prize of
one farthing (a British coin worth ¥ a penny). Young
Isaac won the contest.

One day Isaac commented to his father that church
hymns lacked substance. ‘If you don’t like our hymns,
write better ones.” The story goes that he did just that,
one each week, for the next four years. He entered the
Christian ministry, serving as a priest for two decades,
when illness made it necessary for him to leave the
priesthood. Later in life, still suffering from various
illnesses, Watts had time to reflect upon his own
humanity, and began a study of the Psalms. Joy to the
World is based on Psalm 98. Watts entwined the Old
Testament poem with the fulfillment of prophecy in the
New Testament.
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Music adapted from George Frederick Handel’s The
Messiah provided the score for this carol.

The beloved Christmas Carol, ‘Silent Night! Holy
Night!” (Stille Nacht, Heilige Nacht in German) (#186)
goes back to 1816 in Austria, when a pastor, Joseph
Mohr, wrote the words as a poem. Two years later on
Christmas Eve, the organ in Pastor Mohr’s church broke
down just before evening Mass. Determined that the
Mass should not be without music, Mohr gave the poem
to his organist and friend, Franz Gruber. Gruber
composed the melody and arranged it for two voices,
choir and guitar, just in time for the midnight service.

The impact of this carol has been felt through the
centuries. It was during World War 1, Christmas Eve
that fighting was actually suspended in the war on many
of the European fronts, while people turned on their
radios to hear Austrian opera star, Ernestine Schumann
Heink, sing Stille Nacht. Mrs. Heink was the mother of
one son fighting for the German Axis and another
fighting for the Allies. Her rendition of this beautiful
song had the power to actually bring a few moments of
peace to a very troubled world.

A Note:

The role of the Minister of Visitation is to visit anyone in
the hospital, those who are in a nursing home, and all
who are homebound.

Sometimes I wonder.. is there anyone who has “fallen in
the cracks” and should be visited? If you are aware of
anyone whose health has changed and is no longer able
to attend Sunday worship, please let me know. We
would like to visit such people and add them to our list,
so they continue to be an important part of our church.

News from The R.O.C.K.

The children finished their rotation on Jonah with a
group Activity on November 15" as they moved from
center to center reviewing this Old Testament story
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through a variety of activities using their some of their
fives senses. They had the opportunity to get a feel what
it might have been like for Jonah in the belly of the big
fish, to hear what men on the boat heard when they
tossed Jonah overboard, and to smell and taste the water
Jonah may have tasted once he was in the water. It was a
morning filled with laughter, wonder, and maybe even a
little on the ‘yucky” side for some of them.

The current rotation is our Advent/Christmas study. In
Ann Weems book, Kneeling at Bethlehem, she has poem
entitled, “Getting to The Front of the Stable,” with the
opening lines: “Who put Joseph in the back of the stable/
Who dressed him in brown, put a staff in his hand, and
told him to stand in the back of the créche,...”. These are
the same questions that the children are asking as they
study Jesus’ birth through the eyes of Joseph this Advent
season. They will learn more about Jesus’ earthly father
and the devotion he had to God and to trust God as he
cared for Mary and her son. They will see that Joseph
was just as important to God’s plan for Jesus’ earthly
live as are Mary, the shepherds, and the angels. They
will be exploring themes of trust and obedience as they
visit workshops on games, crafts, video, and drama.
Hopefully, it will enlighten all of us to do as Ann
Weems’s poem challenges the reader to “put Joseph in
the front of the stable where he can guard and greet and
cast an occasional glance at this Child who brought us
life.”

As a part of our Advent/Christmas study, the children
will once again share their Christmas drama with the
congregation during the worship service on December
20™. The drama, which they will work on during their
Storytelling/Drama workshop will focusing on Joseph as
well and what might have happened as he prepared to
become the father of our Savior. Using the birth
narrative from Matthew and Luke, the children will
present short scenarios that will lead all of us to
Bethlehem and the Christ Child.

Please note that there will be no Sunday School on
December 27", Children of The R.0.C.K. will resume
on January 10" with a study on Jesus’ Baptism.

Our three, four, and vie year olds have just finished their
study of Moses, from his birth through the Ten
Commandments. They will begin their Advent Study on
November 29" focusing on the some of the people who
were an important part in the birth of our Savior. They
will begin their study with the Prophet Isaiah and
continue with Mary, Joseph, and of course, the Christ
Child.

Coffee Hour Procedures

1. If your group is going to use the stove, for safety
please notify the janitor John Gennerman at 262-
542-1041 (Home) 262-312-0799 (Cell), Glenn
Koehn at 262-547-1619 (Home) 262-527-3480
(Cell) or Joe Perez at 262-549-4631 (Home)
262-391-3175 (Cell) to have them light it.

2. Please arrive early enough to prepare for coffee
hour prior to the start of the church service.

3. Everything needed for coffee hour other than the
cookies, cakes, bars, rolls, milk or whatever your
group is serving will be provided for you.

4. It is strongly suggested that whatever your group
decides to serve is donated. It is also suggested
that ALL of the money collected in the
“Donations” basket be turned in to the Deacon
for that day or Diane Spadanuda, in the gray
bank bag that is provided in the kitchen for that
purpose. It will be put into the church safe. 1F
someone finds it absolutely necessary to be
repaid for an item served they must complete a
“reimbursement form” and turn it in to the office
so that Sue Kuhtz can reimburse them. The
main objective of the coffee hour is fellowship

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and to have it sustain itself and pay for its own
supplies from the donations.

There are tablecloths in the bins in the kitchen if
you choose to use them. If you do use them,
please wipe, dry, fold and return them to the bin.

There are a variety of plates in the pantry for
serving.

There are a variety of nice bowls in the cupboard
under the microwave.

There are 2 sizes of styrofoam coffee cups. The
8 ounce cups are for coffee and juice (if you
choose) and the 12 ounce are for the Cappuccino
Machine.

We will provide sugar and Splenda, Coffee
Creamer (extras in refrigerator), Jelly, Peanut
Butter, Napkins, Plates, and plastic spoons, forks
and knives, butter packets (extras in freezer).
Extra plates, napkins etc. are in the pantry.

There are 2 kinds of coffee. They can be found
in the top drawer under the serving counter. All
you need to do is put 1 packet of decaf (green
packet) in one side of the coffee maker and 1
packet of regular coffee (brown/orange) packet
in the other side of the maker. Flip UP the
warmer button on the bottom of each maker and
hit START on the top of the makers. Each pot
takes only 4 minutes to brew. You cannot make
a partial pot. To serve right from the stainless
shuttles just lift them from the maker, turn them
around and extend over the edge of the serving
counter. There are carafes in the pantry if your
group would like to walk around with refills.
Please be sure to empty the grounds into the
trash cans. To clean the shuttles simply rinse
with hot water (no soap) and dry inside and out
with a paper towel and return to maker. If there
are several cups of coffee left...just leave it in
the shuttle for office staff. Detailed directions
are on the wall next to the Cappuccino machine.

There is also tea available. You will find that in
the 2" drawer under the serving counter, along
with stainless pots for the water. Hot water is
always ready out of the red faucet on the coffee
maker.
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12. Please use the white cutting boards for cutting
anything.

13. Please wash, dry and return everything to where
it came from.

14. Please wash all of the tables in the fellowship
hall and also check the chairs for crumbs etc

Communication
lines by telephone
have been restricted,
with cell

phone services in
many localities non-operable. It has been a
nightmare for many. For those of you familiar with
American Samoa, extreme damages to those
waterfront communities have been highlighted by

the graves of family members being washed out,
surfacing cadavers on the road, or swept out to sea.
Villagers and volunteers have rallied to assist families
in some of these places to re-bury the remains of their
loved ones.
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Rev. Tialavea went on to express his appreciation for
the messages of support he is receiving and asks for
our continued prayers.

The United Church of Christ is sending One Great
Hour of Sharing emergency grants to our partners
throughout the region to support their initial
emergency response. As damage assessments are
made and plans for relief, recovery and rehabilitation
are developed, additional OGHS funds will be shared
with our partners.
